National Day of Prayer Announcement

The mission of the National Day of Prayer is to communicate the
need for personal repentance and prayer, mobilizing the Christian
community to intercede for America and its leadership in the seven
centers of power: Government, Military, Media, Business, Education,
Church and Family.

Shirley Dobson, this year’s chairman of the event says “We have lost
many of our freedoms in America because we have been asleep. I feel if we do not be-
come involved and support the annual National Day of Prayer, we could end up forfeit-
ing this freedom, too.”

On May 6, prayer events will take place all over the United States — not only here
at Zion, but at state capitols and county court houses, on the steps of city halls, and in
schools, businesses, churches and homes. Those all over the country are urged to
pause for a time during that day and gather with others to pray.

You can support the event in three ways. First, sign up for a one-hour prayer vigil
slot. The sign up sheet is on the stairwell landing in the Gathering Place. Second,
submit your prayer request or requests. You can place them in the offering plate or
mail them to the church office. Forms are in today’s bulletin and extra forms are in
the entryway to the chancel. Finally, set aside some time on May 6 for personal, pri-
vate prayer — whether at home or at work.

This year’s National Day of Prayer theme verse is Nahum 1:7, which reads, “The
LORD is good, a refuge in times of trouble. He cares for those who trust in Him.”
